ENOMA (The European Network of Online Music Archives) is the title of a collaborative project initiated by the Grieg Academy at the University of Bergen. The project has recently received funding from the Faculty of Humanities at the University of Bergen. The funding covers the cost of activities relating to the development of an application to the EU’s 7th Framework Programme, including the current Workshop, to which you are cordially invited. 

The aim of the ENOMA project is to establish an international sound archive for (non-commercial) music. The archive will contain recordings which are the result of musical, artistic research projects across a variety of institutions, including sound publication, concerts by master students and various other teacher or student projects. The archive may also contain musical scores. This enables students, teachers and researchers of music to download sound and musical scores from the archive, and the archive constitutes a new distribution channel for musical R&D results. 

The intention is also to establish a network of music education institutions with similar needs for the documentation of results. We envisage an international network of archives based on common standards, formats and methodology. 

Currently, the ENOMA project is coordinated by the Grieg Academy in cooperation with the Department of Culture, Language and Information Technology (Aksis). A reference group has been established, consisting of the following members:

· The Bergen Open Research Archive (BORA)

· Further steps in application writing

The further steps after the workshop will be to agree on the network of participating partners, distributing tasks and roles, start writing the proposal, and submitting it to the 7th Framework Programme. The first calls for proposals are expected in late 2006, with projects starting in early 2007.
