Harald Bjørkøy:

“The history you can´t hear, see or read do not exist”

A teacher in performing art at the Grieg Academy  share the time between teaching and artistic/scientific work.

Music academies all over Europe have artistic and technical resources to make sound documentations on a very high artistic level of contemporary as well as older music in different styles and genres.

Publishing.

To publish a professional classic CD you need a contract with a commercial record company  with a good distribution system. A CD with unknown Norwegian classical music may sell 1000 copies, and as an artist you often have to work hard to get sponsors for the publishing.

Therefore commercial interests may influence on which repertoire we may choose for our scientific projects.

Today it is impossible to find recordings of many important  norwegian classical compositions and a lot of Norwegian music is no more is available on recordings or as scores.

Future publishing system:

Norwegian music libraries are rather traditional when it comes to use of modern digital technology. 

The music academies and universities must place themselves in the scientific front and contribute to developing of new technological systems for sharing information and clarifying legal issues concerned to online music publications.

This must be based on  close relations between artists, technologs, legal expertise and libraries.
 A modern and optimal situation for me as a teacher, musican or music student will be to download sound files. scores and articles on my PC.

As a scientist I ask for a digital a sound archive where I also can publish  unknown music with articles and scores.

Therefore the Grieg Academy has to establish a digital sound archive, managed by the university library system for our own productions – and perhaps all the LPs, CDs and scores that are already in our library. 

Music producers have to make the recordings and the university library should to take care of the material and make it available for users for long time ahead.

ENOMA

Main objectives of ENOMA

1. Establish an international digital sound archive for (non-commercial) music. The archive will contain recordings which are the outcome of artistic research projects. These will be published online and made accessible to researchers, teachers and students, as well as the general public. The archive will also contain musical scores. 

“Non-commercial”

It´s important to stimulate scientists to publish more unknown (and very often underestimated) music. ENOMA can make a radical change when it comes to  documentation of  the Norwegian music and make it available via the internet.  

The production will be cheaper than a traditional CD. 

The productions in the archive should have a high quality so that you can take music from the archive and publish it on physical CD if you want so.

The ENOMA idea is to put different archives at different schools throughout Europe together into one online network. Students and teachers should with their own username and password be able to download music, scores and artichles from the entire data base. 

2. Establish a network of music education institutions with similar needs for documentation of results, which are or wishes to be engaged in establishing digital musical archives. 

3. In cooperation with higher-level music education institutions, develop common standards for digital storing and publication of music. 

4. Clarify legal issues concerned with the online publication of music. 

There are a lot of technical and legal problems to be solved, but that shall not stop me from having the following visions:

Vision for the ENOMA proposal: 

Get support from the EU to create a european network of  digital sound archives where 

1) teachers and students  are documenting their scientific projects and traditions of music. 

2) Make existing music collections at the academies / universities available for students and teachers through the ENOMA system. 

The network will be a huge database that will create a new situation for music teachers, student and scientists. 

Vision for future partners . 

Many professional symphony orchestras are making live recordings of their concerts. Can the ENOMA system also serve professional symphony orchestras and other professional music ensembles as their digital archive system for live orchestral concerts?
